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Special Evangelistic Event Grant Guidelines

The purpose of this grant is to assist in the funding of special evangelistic events designed to reach people in the
community outside of regular programs of the church.

The strategy for these events must be evangelistic in nature.
Grant money is available only for churches and new congregations affiliated with the Southside Baptist Network.

All grant applications must be received in the Southside Baptist Network office no later than 30 days prior to the
anticipated beginning date of the event. Determination of approval will be given within a week.

All grant applications must include any documentation (copies of receipts, contracts, etc) with the request to
indicate how the funding will be spent.

All grant applications must be approved and signed by a member of the pastoral staff of the church making the
request.

If the grant application is approved, the Southside Baptist Network will provide up to a maximum of $250.

A follow-up Report Form must be submitted to the Southside Baptist Network before a check will be disbursed.
The follow-up Report Form will be included with the letter approving the request.

All grants are subject to the availability of funds.
